Responsible Care® Certified Auditor Program

Certified Professional Environmental Auditor 
Offered in conjunction with the American Chemistry Council (ACC), BEAC’s Responsible Care auditor certification program reaches the highest standards available.  Responsible Care is an award-winning initiative through which ACC members and partners demonstrate their commitment to the health, safety and security of employees, communities and the environment.  The BEAC Responsible Care auditor certification is an attestation of an environmental auditor’s education, EHS auditing experience, auditor training, personal and professional skills and attributes, and adherence to the BEAC Code of Ethics.

Qualification Criteria

Education:  All applicants are required to have a Bachelor’s degree or higher.  To allow for consideration for cultural and societal differences worldwide, an equivalency review can be requested by candidates who do not have a Bachelor’s degree.

Professional Experience:  

General Work Experience – The applicant will be required to demonstrate 4 years relevant work experience.  Relevant work experience shall be considered verifiable experience gained during the last ten (10) years and shall be defined as experience that develops skills and understanding in at least two of the areas described below:

· Implementation of Responsible Care programs;

· Environmental, Health and Safety (EH&S) science and technology;

· Work experience gained by actual hands on roles in the chemical process industry and/or EH&S services;

· Product Stewardship, Transportation or Distribution of chemical products;

· Requirements of EH&S laws, regulations and related documents; and

· EH&S/ Responsible Care management systems and standards or related auditing procedures, processes and auditing techniques.

Specific Work Experience - Work experience qualification shall not be satisfied by experience solely in management systems and auditing.  Clear evidence of work experience, such as in the chemical industry, or EH&S fields that provides an understanding of these issues, shall be required.  To be considered for initial certification, each applicant must have performed at least 4 EMS-related audits consisting of at least 20 total days within the past two years.
Auditor Training:  Auditor shall provide evidence of at least 40 hours training in the past 3 years.  As part of this training, the auditor shall successfully complete an ACC qualified Responsible Care course in accordance with “Responsible Care Auditor Course Requirements” (RCMS206.00).

Character Reference:  Candidates must arrange for submission of two written character references from responsible persons such as a supervisor, a manager, or an educator.  Individuals providing references must have known the candidate for a minimum of two years. 

Certification Examination:  Candidates must successfully complete BEAC’s six-hour Management System examination.  This examination is held at various locations throughout the year.
